1.  Classes begin in late August and end before Memorial Day in May.

2.  Please complete a Registration Form and an Enrollment Agreement.   The
     registration fee of $110.00 per child or $200.00 for families with more than

     one child enrolled is due when you return these forms.  This fee is non-  

     refundable.

3.  Tuition is divided into nine equal payments.   The first payment is due on
     June 1, 2010.  This payment holds your child’s place in our program until

     September 1st when the next tuition payment is due.  The remaining
     tuition payments will be due on the first of the month September 2010   

     through  April  2011.

4.  A certified copy of your child’s birth certificate must be presented to the   

Preschool office staff by August 1, 2010.  We will make a photocopy of the birth certificate and return the certified copy to you.

5.  A Georgia Immunization Form 3231 is required to be on file before your

     child may start preschool classes per Archdiocesan policy.  This form is

     available from your child’s doctor.
