· Chairperson Rick Braschel welcomed everyone, including new members joining the Council.  New members were introduced.  Returning members to the Council were also introduced.


· Rick thanked both Ron Bocinsky and Fran Kilts for their work as Chairperson and Secretary, respectively, for the 2008-2009 year.


· Father Greg led the group in a spiritual reading and a blessing of the 2009-2010 Pastoral Council.

Father Duvan Gonzalez will join the parish in early October.  He is of Columbian origin.  He is currently on sabbatical.

Father Fabio, with the help of his pastor Father John, Father Cordoba, and Luis Guzmán will help in taking care of the liturgical needs of the Hispanic Community before Father Gonzales arrives.



We are currently in the budget process for the 2009-2010 year.  The process is at the point of whittling down small areas of expense.   In response to question by Stan Kalisch, Father Greg said that the budget is based on an assumption of a one percent increase in revenues over the preceding year.  (In prior years the assumption has been two to three percent.)  Father Greg reiterated that the statues and the new crucifix for the sanctuary are all gifts, not relying on any funds from the parish.


	
Michael Silloway, is a seminarian serving at St. Thomas Aquinas this summer.  Because of conflicting meetings, he was unable to attend the Council meeting.
 

	· Stan Kalisch inquired on behalf of his Small Faith Group how more parishioners might be directly involved in providing services on-site at our sister parish in Haiti.  Bill Keeling and Father Greg pointed out that our sister parish does not have the resources to house and feed many people.  Bill Keeling indicated that one consideration might be to house volunteers in the Sanctuary, as is done on some of the Mission trips.  One suggestion was for parishioners to support the people who do go.
· Rick spoke briefly about the Eagle Scout project underway.  At its next meeting, the Council will hear a report from a parishioner seeking his Eagle Scout Designation.
